der system by July 1, 2010 for prioritizing, per-
forming and recording all maintenance and repair
requests for all district buildings and grounds.

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Claims Corner

Pollution claims by third parties are excluded un-
der the General Liability policy. Under certain
conditions, partial coverage may be provided to
the district under the first party Property policy.
Environmental claims brought by others may be
covered under the Environmental Impairment
Liability policy available through NJSBAIG with
the American Safety Insurance Company.

Property claims involving the discharge of pollut-
ant materials resulting from a direct physical
loss, (such as fire, lightning, explosion, vehicle
strike), during the policy period are covered sub-
ject to a deductible and limited to a sum of
$250,000. The Property policy provides cover-
age for clean up and removal of pollutants up to
that limit.

In the event that your district has claims brought
against them by outside sources such as gov-
ernmental agencies or even adjacent property
owners, there may be coverage for Environ-
mental Impairment through the American Safety
Insurance Company distributed by NJSBAIG.
This is a liability coverage and only addresses
non-district entities.

Subject to a $10,000 deductible, the Environ-
mental Impairment Liability carrier will investi-
gate any claim presented against the board.
Coverage is in the amount of $1,000,000 inci-
dent limit and $2,000,000 aggregate per district
per year. The coverage is activated on a claims-
made basis as opposed to an occurrence date.

Environmental Claims
What's Covered

Each school district also has a retroactive date
for their coverage. This can vary depending on
when the school district came into the program
and if they have had prior coverage and pur-
chased the past retro date.

Regarding asbestos, there is no protection for
asbestos abatement under your property policy
but again, should a third party bring claim,
American Safety Insurance will be alerted. The
Environmental Impairment policy has automatic
coverage for asbestos and lead pain, (again for
3" party claims), but only if in the soil and
ground water. A school district can expand their
coverage for asbestos if they can send to the in-
surance company a copy of their most recent
AHERA plan to show that they are compliant.
Once this is approved they then basically have
coverage for airborne asbestos.

In the event that you should get ANY correspon-
dence indicating that there is an environmen-
tally-related claim being made against your dis-
trict, contact us immediately. We will then evalu-
ate the claim for coverage under our property
policy and/or forward to the American Safety In-
surance network for handling.
